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Picking a Tree — Site Considerations

You will have the greatest success if you match your tree to where you want
to plant it.

Answer some basic questions yourself before you go to the nursery, then get
answers from the professionals there in order to pick your tree.

Consider your planting site —
¢ Is it sunny or shady?
¢+ Isitdry or wet?
¢ Is your soil sandy (most of Ramsey is) or is it heavier and more
claylike?

Consider the location of utilities, both overhead and underground. You
can have underground utilities located by calling Gopher State hotline 1-800-
252-1166.

Consider the proximity of structures.

Then, consider the adult size of the tree, both its height and spread.
This information is contained in the following list of trees, and the nursery
staff can provide further details.

Enhance your chance of picking the right tree by considering further
information about characteristics that are important to you.

What is the tree’s growth rate? What is its life span?
What is its value to wildlife, both in providing food and cover?

And finally, is it native? Native species have adapted to growing in this area
and thus require less maintenance.
